Pea 
kapau te nau fai ia, kae ʻikai foaki kiate 
kimoutolu ʻa e ngaahi kī mo e mālohi 
naʻe tuku kiate aú, ʻe mole ia mei 
māmani. Ka, kapau te u lava ʻo foaki 

kinautolu ki homou ʻulú, pea tuku ā ke u tō ki he ngaahi 
nima ʻo e kau fakapoó ʻo kapau ʻe tuku ʻe he ʻOtuá ke 
hoko, pea te u ʻalu ʻi he fiefia mo e fiemālie kakato, ʻi 
heʻeku ʻilo kuo lava ʻeku ngāué, pea kuo ʻosi fokotuʻu mo 
e fakavaʻe ʻa ia ʻe ohi hake ai ʻa e puleʻanga ʻo e ʻOtuá ʻi 
he kuonga ko ʻeni ʻo e kakato ʻo e ngaahi kuongá.

Kuo pau ke ʻi he uma ʻo e Toko Hongofulu Mā 
Uá ʻa e fatongia ʻo hono taki ʻo e siasí ni mei 
heni ʻo fai atu pea ʻoua naʻa mou mālōlō kae 
ʻoua kuo mou fokotuʻu ha niʻihi ke nau fetongi 
kimoutolu.

ʻI he taimi na e̒ lea ai ʻa Pilikihami ʻIongi ki he 
Kāingalotú ʻi ha fakatahaʻanga lahi, na e̒ lekooti e̒ ha 
tokolahi ha aʻusia fakaofo pea nau ongoʻi ha fakapapau 
mei he Laumālie Māʻoniʻoní.

Na e̒ vahevahe e̒ Palesiteni Siaosi Q. Kēnoni (1827–1901), 
ʻa ia ne kau ʻi he Kau Palesitenisī ʻUluakí kimui ange:

Naʻe tuʻu hake ʻa Pilikihami ʻIongi . . . peá 
ne lea ki he kakaí. . . . He ʻikai teitei ngalo 
ʻi ha taha naʻe ʻi ai, ʻa e ongo naʻa nau 
maʻú! Kapau naʻe toe tuʻu ʻa Siosefa mei 
he maté ʻo toe lea kiate kinautolu, ʻe kei 
tatau pē ʻa e ofo ai ʻa e tokolahi naʻe ʻi he 
fakatahaʻangá. Ko e leʻo tonu pē ʻeni ia ʻo 

Siosefá; pea ʻikai ngata pē ʻi heʻenau fanongo ki he leʻo ʻo 
Siosefá; ka naʻe hangē ki he vakai ʻa e kakaí ko e fōtunga 
tonu pē ia ʻo Siosefá naʻe tuʻu ʻi honau lotolotongá. Ko 
ha meʻa fakaofo mo fakaʻofoʻofa lahi ia ne hoko ʻi he 
ʻaho ko iá ʻi he ʻao ʻo e fakatahaʻangá, ʻa ia kuo teʻeki ai 
ke mau fanongo ai. Naʻe foaki ʻe he ʻEikí ki Hono kakaí 
ha fakamoʻoni ʻo ʻikai ha toe veiveiua pe ko hai ʻa e 
tangata kuó Ne fili ke taki kinautolú. Naʻa nau fakatou 
mamata mo fanongo ʻaki honau mata mo e telinga 
fakakakanó, pea naʻe ongo ki honau lotó ʻa e ngaahi lea 
naʻe fakahokó fakataha mo e mālohi ʻo e ʻOtuá, pea naʻa 
nau fonu ʻi he Laumālié mo e nēkeneka. Naʻe ʻi ai ha 
fakapoʻuli, pea mahalo mo ha ngaahi loto-veiveiua mo 
tālaʻa; ka naʻe mahino mai ʻi he taimí ni ki he tokotaha 
kotoa pē ko e tangata ʻeni kuo foaki ki ai ʻe he ʻEikí ʻa e 
mafai ʻoku fiemaʻú ke ngāue ʻi honau lotolotongá ko e 
fetongi ʻo Siosefá (George Q. Cannon, “Joseph Smith, 
the Prophet,” Juvenile Instructor, Oct. 1870, 174–75).

Na e̒ lekooti e̒ni e̒ ʻEmelī Sāmita Hoiti, ko ha mēmipa 
na e̒ ʻi ai ʻi he taimi na e̒ lea ai ʻa Pilikihami ʻIongi ki he 
Kāingalotú:

Ne hanga ʻe he founga ʻo e fakaʻuhingá, fōtunga hono 
fofongá, mo e ongo ʻo hono leʻó ʻo fakafiefiaʻi kotoa 
hoku laumālié. Naʻe mamata hoku matá ki he sino ʻo 
Siosefa kuo fakapōngí. Naʻe ongoʻi ʻe hoku ongo nimá, ʻa 
e moko ʻīʻī ʻo e maté ʻi hono fofonga fakaʻeiʻeikí. Ne u ʻiloʻi 
kuo ʻosi mālōlō ʻa Siosefa. Ka naʻá ku faʻa ʻohovale mo 
toutou vakai ki he tuʻunga malangá ke sio pe ko Siosefa 
naʻe ʻi aí. Ka naʻe ʻikai, ko Pilikihami ʻIongi ia pea kapau 
ʻoku veiveiua ha taha he totonu ʻa Pilikihami ke ne 
puleʻi ʻa e ngaahi ngāué maʻá e Kāingalotú, ko ʻeku lea 
ʻeni kiate kinautolú. Te ke lava ʻo ʻilo ia maʻau ʻo fakafou 
ʻi he laumālie ʻo e ʻOtuá. ʻE fakahoko ia ʻe he ʻEikí maʻa 
Hono kakaí (Emily Smith Hoyt, ʻi he Lynne W. Jorgensen, 
“The Mantle of the Prophet Joseph Passes to Brother
