
Kerkdeelname van personen die zich 
als transgender beschouwen
RICHTLIJNEN VOOR PLAATSELIJKE LEIDINGGEVENDEN

Dit document is een aanvulling op het beleid in 
het Algemeen handboek, 38.6.23, ‘Personen die zich 
als transgender beschouwen’. Het heeft tot doel 
plaatselijke leidinggevenden te verduidelijken hoe zij 
met individuele personen en hun familie over bepaalde 
aspecten van de kerkdeelname in gesprek gaan.

Algemene richtlijnen
Leidinggevenden dienen in alle gevallen:

•	 geestelijke leiding te zoeken; 
•	 blijk te geven van liefde en respect als 

ze betrokkenen en hun familieleden 
evangeliewaarheden uitleggen;

•	 rekening te houden met de behoeften van de 
betrokkene en andere wijkleden;

•	 erop toe te zien dat de kerkleer inzake gender niet 
wordt ondermijnd of verkeerd begrepen;

•	 advies in te winnen. Bisschoppen overleggen 
met de ringpresident. Ringpresidenten en 
zendingspresidenten winnen advies in bij het 
gebiedspresidium;

•	 de ouders of voogden van minderjarigen erbij te 
betrekken.

Voorkeursnamen en -voornaamwoorden
Officiële kerkdocumenten vermelden het 
geboortegeslacht van een lid.

Het gebruik van voorkeursnamen en 
-voornaamwoorden moet een zaak zijn tussen 
betrokkenen en hun familieleden, vrienden en 
kerkleden. Leidinggevenden dienen niet te bepalen of 
voor te schrijven hoe leden iemand aanspreken.
Als een lid een voorkeursnaam heeft, kan die in het vak 
‘Voorkeursnaam’ op de lidmaatschapskaart worden 
genoteerd.

Geslachtsspecifieke bijeenkomsten en 
activiteiten
Personen wonen geslachtsspecifieke bijeenkomsten 
en activiteiten bij die overeenkomen met hun 
geboortegeslacht.

Uitzonderingen, die slechts in zeldzame gevallen 
worden toegekend, moeten aan de hiervoor 
vermelde ‘Algemene richtlijnen’ voldoen en door het 
gebiedspresidium worden goedgekeurd.

Activiteiten met overnachtingen
In geval van geslachtsspecifieke activiteiten 
met overnachtingen nemen personen alleen 
deel aan het kamp dat overeenkomt met hun 
geboortegeslacht. Voorbeelden van dergelijke 
activiteiten zijn jongevrouwenkampen en kampen voor 
Aäronische-priesterschapsquorums.

Bij activiteiten met overnachtingen die voor beide 
geslachten bestemd zijn, verlaten personen die een 
chirurgische, medische of sociale geslachtstransitie 
doormaken de activiteit ’s avonds. Jongeren worden 
dan aan een ouder of wettelijke voogd overgedragen, 
die verantwoordelijk is voor het regelen van 
accommodatie. Niet-geslachtsspecifieke activiteiten zijn 
bijvoorbeeld conferenties voor jonge alleenstaanden, 
FSY-conferenties en jeugdconferenties.

Roepingen en taken
Personen die een chirurgische, medische of sociale 
geslachtstransitie doormaken, worden niet geroepen of 
gevraagd om (1) genderspecifieke rollen te vervullen, 
(2) als leerkracht te fungeren, of (3) met kinderen 
of jongeren te werken. Ze kunnen andere roepingen 
of taken krijgen die mogelijkheden bieden om 
vooruitgang te maken en anderen te dienen.

Toiletten in kerkgebouwen
Toiletten moeten een private en veilige omgeving 
bieden. De privacy en waardigheid van alle personen 
moet zorgvuldig worden gewaarborgd.

Personen die een chirurgische, medische of sociale 
geslachtstransitie doormaken, dienen van een 
eenpersoonstoilet gebruik te maken.
Als er geen eenpersoonstoilet beschikbaar is, overlegt 
een leidinggevende met de betrokkene (en de ouders of 
voogden van een jongere) om daar een oplossing voor 
te vinden. Opties zijn onder meer:
•	 Een toiletruimte gebruiken die overeenkomt met het 

geboortegeslacht van de betrokkene.
•	 Een toiletruimte gebruiken die overeenkomt met 

de gevoelde genderidentiteit van de betrokkene, 
waarbij een betrouwbaar persoon ervoor zorgt dat 
anderen de toiletruimte niet tegelijkertijd gebruiken.
