Publish and Share a Ward Activity

To publish an activity that members can share and people can find 

online:

1. Use the existing Church Calendar tool to create a ward activity or 

Sunday worship service.



Publish and Share a Ward Activity

2. If appropriate for the public, an existing or newly-planned ward 

activity can be published to a ward web page by checking the 

“Public Event” box. Each ward will be provided a unique web 

page hosted on ChurchofJesusChrist.org.



Publish and Share a Ward Activity

The newly created activity will display in the ward calendar and 

include a shareable link to the activity on the ward web page. 

Personal Information listed is not of real people or places. It is for illustrative purposes only.



Publish and Share a Ward Activity

3. From the ward web page, members can share the activity or 

Sunday worship service via text, email, or social media.

People will also be able to find the ward activity through online 

search and RSVP.

Find and Share Your Ward Web Page

1. Google your ward name.

2. Include instructions or a URL 

in the Sunday sacrament 

meeting program.

3. Publish the URL in ward social 

media groups.

4. Display a scannable code in 

the building that links to the 

ward web page.

5. Find it on your My Home page.

Ward Leadership Discussion and Action 

1. Address questions and counsel together on how to implement 

and share Activity Sharing with ward members.

2. The bishop assigns a member of the ward council, a ward 

mission leader, a ward missionary, a counselor or secretary of a 

ward organization to create and publish ward activities through 

the Church Calendar. A new calling should not be created for this 

assignment.

3. Encourage members to share and invite friends to love, share 

and invite through ward activities.



Action Items for Stakes

1. Stake clerks send the name and email address of the ward 

missionary or ward council member responsible for the ward web 

page to ActivitySharing@ChurchofJesusChrist.org for initial 

support.

2. Report to the stake clerk when the ward has published at least 

one activity or Sunday meeting. The stake reports this to the 

Area Seventy.
